
 

With great enthusiasm I greet you in the MIGHTY name of our blessed LORD JESUS CHRIST.  My prayer is 
that HE shines on you with HIS LOVE & GRACE, & that ìit is WELL with your SOUL.î  As Iíve said before, 
greeting you in JESUS name is no small thing.  The name of JESUS is definitely above ALL other names (Phil. 
2:9) and as we are spiraling into the end times (Matt. 24 & Luke 21), soon every knee shall bow & every tongue 
confess that JESUS CHRIST is LORD. (Phil 2:10, 11.)Whatever I do in the ministry GOD has called me, to 
preach, pray, teach, counsel, it is ALWAYS ìin JESUS name.î

I had a most incredible two weeks of non-stop ministry in Ireland.  Pastor John & Doreen Greenaway were 
wonderful hosts as I stayed in their guesthouse.  Pastor John is a mighty man of GOD & his wife is a Proverbs 31 
wife.  They loved me & blessed me in so many ways.  All of the services & ministry took place in Northern 
Ireland, around Belfast.  There were some days of rain but it was the cold that got to me.  In fact, the ìHAWKî, 
MR. WIND was there, right out of Chicago.  The last week had sunshine & warmer (for IRISH PEOPLE) 
weather.  Ireland is a most beautiful country with miles & miles of gorgeous green meadows & landscapes.  The 
splash of the yellow bush Thins melded perfectly with the lush green to make a picturesque painting only GOD 
could have created.

I landed in Dublin, Saturday, April 30th & because of the eight hours difference in time, I rested for the 
upcoming schedule.  On Sunday, I preached at Glengormley Christian Center for Pastor Billy & Clare McClay 
& did the evening service at Pastor Johnís Church, River of Life Fellowship.  On Monday we drove to Lisbellaw 
Co., Fermanagh to do a service at the home of Don & Eileen Johnson.  There was a large group there, as it was 
with every service I did.  While I was in Ireland, there were advertisements in the newspapers & radio, along 
with flyers everywhere I went to minister.

A cold Tuesday took us to Mountain Lodge Church of Kaady,Armagh.  Pastor David Bell was gracious as were 
all the people that I met in Ireland.  This was the church where the IRA shot & killed two pastors.  Also did a 
radio show for a truly blessed brother in Christ, David Robinson, called ìThis Is My Life.î  David is the worship 
leader at the church. On Wednesday, Thursday & Friday, I was asked by Ian Liggett & Brian Harvey who 
heard me at a service to go into Portadown to minister at the mall & streets for four hours each day.  I then 
would go back to Pastor Johnsí to prepare for an evening service.  Ian is a bold man of God, and is an Ex 
Orangeman & terrorist.  Shows you how II Cor. 5:17 makes us into a NEW creation.  Brian is a new (2 yrs.) on 
fire for Jesus convert.  They loved the Arsenal Prayer (you can download it off my web site) & it is now all over 
Northern Ireland.  Had a blessed Wednesday evening at Richhill Chapel between Armagh & Portadown that 
Gloria Loney set up.  It was amazing how many people received healings & deliverances. We serve an 
AWESOME GOD !!!  Thursday had a huge gathering at the Kellecomain Center, set up by Ian & Brian.  They 
distributed 400 flyers, all at their own time & cost.  It was another great evening of ministry & when some who 
are addicted to heroin & alcohol gave their lives to CHRIST, it is ALWAYS special.  We also gave BIBLES to 
those who had none.  After each service, there was always a long line for prayer. Pastor, Doreen & I visited some 
homes of those who couldnít come to any services because of their health.  Saturday was a day of prayer, praise 
& rest to gird up for the last week.

Sunday was a powerful day.  I preached  two services for Pastor Robert & Rosemary McCauly at Victory Praise 
Centre in Ballymena. They had 14 in their wonderful praise team.  Both the A.M. & P.M. services were packed.  
It seems that wherever I went, they were hungry for the WORD.  Between those services, Pastor John, his son, 
Roger, who did the praise & worship in three of the services & I went to Maghaberry Prison in Belfast.  The 



inmates really responded to my message & almost all prayed the sinnersí prayer plus I led 7 in a prayer to 
forgive themselves.  What an amazing long day of ministry.

Monday & Wednesday had a service at the River of Life Church & Pastor John wanted me to do a two hour 
teaching on the Arsenal Prayer the Holy Spirit gave me years ago.  Iíve given out over 48,000.  It dresses you for 
the battle against the devil , & I encourage you to do it DAILY.  Wednesday P.M. was a healing service. Tuesday 
I was asked to go to Belfast by Tom Eakins to give a message at a home for recovering alcoholics.  They were 
very encouraged.  The last service  Thursday was packed at the Clinton Community Center in Enniskillen, set up 
by Eileen & Don Johnson.  Another great night of ministry, prayer & healing.  At the first Monday service was 
Mary Jane McCaffrey who is 101 & 7 months old and she wanted to shake my hand & as I gave her a big hug, 
she giggled.  How precious!  Roger was excellent & anointed at this service & we didnít get home until 1a.m.  I 
was up at 4a.m. to get to the airport. I continued to minister here at the missions, Chino Prison & LA County 
Jail the last two weeks.
